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The Wicker Cradle Bird Nest

Materials Required:

Toothpicks, plastic flowers,
pins, grass, cotton,scissor, glue,
sketch, wires,rope,cement, bottle.

Procedure:

1. Firstly, collect the toothpicks
to which the end of the either
sides should be cut-off to make
tiny sticks with equal width.

2. Secondly, as it is shown in
the picture above. the toothpick
sticks are been arranged in a
such a manner one on one until
you make a basket type of mini
cases and glue it to be secured.
You will have a mini basket
which acts a support to wicker
nest.

3. Next take a strong wire which should be cut one small in length and another one long
in length (which could be seen in the picture, small wire is on left side and large wire
with numerous flowers on right side)

4. Later cover the wires with a rope to make it breadth and bend it in such a way when
both are combined that could look like a circle having some open wide on left side next
each wire should have some extra wire which goes into the basket to make it stand.(the
extra wires are in the basket because that supports the erection not to fall)

5. Take a bottle cut the bottom of the bottle and pour some cement mixture into it and fix
the extra wires and give a support to it until it dries.

6. Later after the cement dries take and insert it into the basket which we made at first.
Further on the other hand you will make a cradle with the help of toothpicks which looks
like as semi sphere structured cradle which the bird would rest in.

7. Further arrange some flowers with some pins to cover the rope. Add some designing
ornaments (optional) which could make it more attractive and fix the cradle on the top
end of the covered wire that will be hanged to it.

8. Make a bird with the help of some cotton and sketch on it's eyes and beak. put some
grass into the wicker nest and make a place to a bird to lay on.
